PRACTICAL MATTERS

The Great African Adventure is a missions service trip, not a vacation. The climate may be hot and
uncomfortable. Most hotels have only one or two air conditioned rooms (if any), so there is no way
all the team can have air conditioning. Roads may be rough. Facilities may be simple. Hotel
rooms may seem dark and dingy, and while basically clean, their standards will probably not
measure up to what you are used to. Both electricity and running water may be intermittent. (You
fill a bucket with water when it’s on and keep a flashlight handy.) Your favorite choices in food
are likely to be unavailable and variety is almost sure to be far less than you are accustomed to.
Cooking is done for the entire group and individual preferences cannot be catered to. Griping is not
permitted. If you are a fussy eater, you should seriously consider whether God wants you to
participate. If He sends you anyway, you need to seriously pray and prepare your heart to eat what
is offered with joy.
