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It has been a while since we updated our friends and family
about what is happening in our quest to prepare to depart the
U.S. to serve as missionaries to children in Ghana, West
Africa. Much has happened in the last couple of months and
I'll try to recap some of it in this newsletter.

When | last wrote, one of our greatest obstacles in our
preparation to enter full-time missions was to prepare our
house and property for sale. There were alot of things we had
not completed on the house, so this was a monumental task.
Praise the Lord, our house is now on the market and the
realtors are saying that it shows well. We are still finishing
some odds and ends, but all the major work is done.

We have sold two of our vehicles and now are left with an old
van and aVW Jetta diesel that we will keep until we prepare
for final departure in February, 2007. We've aso had ayard
sale and made several tripsto the Salvation Army to start
unloading so much of our excess “stuff”. We are amazed at
how much we have accumulated over the years. Now, we
actually have four garages that we can get into. Carolyn has
done awonderful job of sorting what we must get rid of and
what we should take to help in ministry. We've decided,
through consultation with John and Lorella Rouster (founders
of Every Child Ministries), that we should not try to take our
furniture to Africa. Theimport duties would exceed the value
of the furniture. We'll have to buy furniture in-country when
we get to Ghana.

We do have atarget date of February 2007 for departing to
Ghana. Of course, thisis dependent on our Lord’s providing
the financial support we will need before leaving. We are
thrilled that we will be able to be here stateside when our
eleventh grandchild is born to Heather and Billy. I'm sure
Carolyn will be torn when the times comes to leave that new
grandchild, but sheisjust as committed to following God's
timing as| am.

Since our last |etter, we have presented our ministry to our
home church. Thiswas avery emotional time for Carolyn and
I. So much of our life has been centered in our home church.
Not only is New Covenant Community Church our spiritual
family, but also, some of our children and most of our
grandchildren are there aswell. It is comforting to think that
these wonderful brothers and sisters, many of whom we've
spent many hours in prayer and study of God’s Word, will
form our primary support base as we go from there. We are
confident that we will be held before our Lord in the prayers
of these saints.

Another tremendous blessing in our lives recently is meeting
Garry and Walda Massey, who have an assisted living homein
Stuarts Draft, VA. They met us and immediately committed
to our monthly financial support becoming our first monthly
supporters. We received awonderful blessing when Walda
asked us to present our ministry to their residents. After our

presentation one of the residents (I believe she said she was
seventy nine years old), with tearsin her eyes, gave metwo
dollars and asked that | take it to Africaand feed one of the
street kidsameal. Asmy first thought went to the widow’s
mite, | was overcome with gratitude. This symbolized for me
God’s provision and gave Carolyn and | both a sense of peace
about our support needs.

Walda and Gary also provided their motor-home to take to
South Carolinato present our ministry to Rock Hill Bible
Church and two Baptist churches they have partnered with on
some outreach projects. Pastor Ken Watson of Rock Hill
Bible Church had put me in contact with Dr. James White, his
elder responsible for missions, to set up this meeting. Dr.
White is assistant principle of Gold Hill Middle School. | had
grown to love this dear brother well before we even went to
South Carolina. | could sense his heart for the Lord in our
telephone conversations and emails. In talking to Brother
White | shared how in the 24 schools we had visited in Ghana
there were no text books that we could see. He informed me
that he was responsible for disposing of their decommissioned
text books and could give me alot of books. We took the
motor-home to be able to bring these books back. To make a
long story short, when we arrived at the school | went down
the hallway of the school with Dr. White and he opened the
door (to what | thought was a closet) there before my eyes
was a storage room full of books. There before us was tens of
thousands of dollarsin books. We packed all we dare on the
motor-home and only got a third of the books. When we got
home and palletized the books there were six pallets full of
books. We will get the next two-thirds in October when we go
back to Rock Hill to speak in the two Baptist churches.
Needless to say, we will have to take alarge trailer to bring
the remainder of the books back home.

- Raising of start up funds for Africa (auto insurance,
paperwork, children’s home van, truck for street kids
ministry, household furnishings and start-up, airfare to
Africa, etc.

- Commitments for monthly support needed to sustain us
and our ministry in Africa.
